Class Notes

While Donese worked with our Beginners, introducing them to West Coast Swing, Ann led her 
Intermediate Class through all the moves that y'all learned last week.  What was once new, is not 
becoming a regular part of your dance 'inventory'.  Practice and review are the keys to becoming 
good dancers.  Just look at how far you've come in the last few months!  You've gone from not 
knowing this dance and maybe even being a bit shy about getting on the dance floor, to looking 
pretty darn comfortable out there dancing!    Now you're doing the Basic Step, a Left Side Pass, a 
Spinning Left Side Pass, a Right Side Pass, a Walk Around and then finished up with a One Arm 
Tuck Turn!  Way to go!!

Bryan Spivey started his class with the now famous 'Footwork Warm-up'.  Our Basic and 
Intermediate class joined his Advanced Group for the first few minutes.  Did you do it?  Did you 
get it?

After the warm-ups, Bryan is teaching how to do variations to patterns you've learned in the 
Intermediate Class.  Take the Dallas Side Pass ( just in time for Dallas DANCE!).  Bryan showed 
us how to accelerate the triple step at the end of the move so that the lady can hit and hold an 
accent in the music by count FIVE.  Fella's, listen to the music and find those opportunities to set 
up this move.

Next were two Whip Variations.  The first was a Reverse Whip.  Next came a variation where 
Bryan taught how to hold, sink and pivot turn the lady on right in the middle of the Whip.  Again, 
this can be used when you hear pieces on the song that calls for a bit of a hesitation, or 
punctuation.  This one takes a lot of practice to change your muscle memory.  We've drilled 
ourselves on the Whip step, now we kind of have to un-learn it so it is no longer just a pattern but 
rather an interpretation of the music that we are hearing. Its your expression of what you're 
hearing.  In other words, Bryan is teaching HOW to dance!!

Bobby covered the moves from last week, then added an intricate Cassette variation.  This is an 
Advanced Pattern which y'all picked up pretty good!  Remember the days when it would take 
weeks to try to learn this stuff?  Bobby is a GREAT teacher and we are so fortunate to have 



Bobby bring us challenging new West Coast Swing moves each week.  There's something for both 
the men and women.  I love that Inside Turn Variation with a Ladies Head Roll and Leg Cross.
Nice!
